DRAFT TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE ADMINISTERED PRICES TASK TEAM
1. STATEMENT OF AMBITION

1.1. In undertaking the work to achieve the objectives set out in section 2, the Task Team undertakes to:

i) have due regard to timeframes as set by the Trade and Industry Chamber (TIC) and commits to do all within its power to complete its work within the set timeframe, including convening other meetings over and above those scheduled in the Task Team’s work programme; 

ii) ensure that sufficient time is allocated to quality control within its work programme;

iii) ensure that Constituency representatives are adequately mandated  to participate in the negotiations and take decisions relating to the Task Team’s tasks;

iv) ensure that each Constituency’s Chamber Convenor and Overall Convenor are apprised of progress and the contents of draft reports to facilitate signing-off on the report at higher structures of NEDLAC.

2. PURPOSE FOR CONVENING THE TASK TEAM
The Trade and Industry Chamber agreed to convene an Administered Prices Task Team. The Terms of Reference of the Task Team are as follows;
i) Evaluate the existing guiding principles and make recommendations for administered prices in the following sectors;
a) Transport 

i) Ports

ii) Rail

iii) Aviation (Including Airports)
b) Water

c) Energy 
d) Telecommunications

e) Health (Pharmaceutical) 
This may include some sector specific principles. 

ii) Discuss and evaluate the efficiency, effectiveness of the regulatory framework (including processes, approaches and shareholder compacts) in dealing with competitive administered pricing policy and recommend alternatives;
iii) Discuss the economic (financial, administrative) and social implications of administered prices and recommend a course of action where necessary (Municipalities and Metro’s)
iv) Evaluate the consistency of approach between Regulators
v) Develop a report on its work for submission to the Chamber.
3. TIMEFRAMES 

The Task Team undertook to complete its work within eight (8) months.
4. MEETINGS OF THE TASK TEAM
4.1. The Task Team shall determine a schedule of meetings at its first meeting, ensuring that it has sufficient to sign-off on the report within the given timeframe.

4.2. Task Team members shall at all times abide by the agreed schedule. Should the Task Team be unable to meet for any reason, the Chamber Convenors should be informed of the reason as soon as possible.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

5.1. Should the Task Team encounter any problems in discharging its mandate under these terms of reference, a report should be made to the Trade and Industry Chamber for tabling at its next meeting. 

5.2. Should the problem be such that delay in its resolution would compromise the Task Team’s ability to comply with the given timeframes, the report should be made immediately available to the Chamber Convenors. 
5.3. The decision of the Chamber / Chamber Convenors shall be binding on all Constituency representatives.
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
